Directions from Holiday Inn (just off of I80 at exit 399) to Our Place: 
 
Go West on I80 to exit 397 (Hwy 77 south). 
 
Travel south on Highway 77 approximate 7.5 miles to Saltillo Road (Stop Light – Shell Gas Station on East 
Side and Rod’s Power Sports – Honda Dealership on West Side). 
 
Turn Right (West) on Saltillo Road, go approximately 3.2 miles to SW 40th Street. 
 
Turn Right (North) on SW 40th Street, which is a gravel road, go approximate a half of a mile to our place. 
 
We are on the right hand (east) side.  Turn right into the first set of Gates (they say Rolling Thunder) along 
the black chain link fence.
